Features include a patented frame design that allows quick setup without special
tools; a biologically secure staff entrance purge chamber for donning and doffing
gear; integrated windows for monitoring patients in the Isolation room; and a fire-
retardant, mildew-resistant and waterproof external cover. The |solation Shelter
cames in five sizes, from 170420 square feet.

“The biggest benefit |'ve seen is that it meets military specifications,” DePaolo
says. “It's a military-grade plece of equipment that far exceeded anything else we
looked at.”
